JujoL’s social spirit led him to do unpaid work with the Casa de Familia
orphanage set up by the young priest Pedragosa in Barcelona. This
bottle, which dates from 1912 and which is an excellent synthesis of
Jujol's artistry, was originally designed to serve water in the dining
room of the orphanage (the name of the institution can be read on the
label).

JOSEP MARIA JUJOL (1879/1949)
Naci6é en Tarragona en 1879. Con tan
solo veinticinco anos, dos antes de
finalizar los estudios de arquitectura
en Barcelona, comenzo a colaborar
con Gaudi, cuya obra se enriquecio
gracias a la imaginacion que aportaba
el joven discipulo. Pero Jujol no se
quedo con la etiqueta de modernista
cuando emprendio su carrera en
solitario. Su obra tampoco se cino
solamente a la arquitectura:
experimento con todos los estilos y
traspaso los limites convencionales
entre las distintas disciplinas artisticas.
Era un arquitecto que disenaba,
pintaba y ejercia de grafista o de
escultor si convenia.

JUJOL was born in Tarragona in 1879.
When he was only 25 years old, two
years before [inishing his architecture
course in Barcelona, he began working
with Gaudi, whose work was enriched
by the rich imagination of his young
disciple. However, when Jujol began to
practise his profession on his own, he
did not limit himsell to Modernisme.
Nor was his work restricted to=
architecture alone. He experimented
with every style and crossed the
conventional boundaries between the
different artistic disciplines. He was an
architect who designed and painted, and
who worked as a graphic artist or
sculptor when required. An all-round
artist, ahead of his time, who created
his own recognisable universe.
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
